4.Effective contributors – peer support is encouraged in all extracurricular activities as pupils with higher order skills are encouraged to support those less developed.

When pupils leave the school they should have a balanced view of music as an art form and we aim to stimulate a life-long enjoyment and interest in music. In particular cases we would seek to assist pupils in career and course choices if music is their preferred pathway. Music Courses on Offer

Standard Grade Course Outline

Standard Grade music is made up four sections of work.

1. Solo performing – Assessed by external exam – Live performance of 4-6 minutes of music in front of a visiting examiner – February/April of Second year of the course.

2. Group performing or second solo– Assessed internally – Taped performance of instrument different to that  used for solo exam. Candidates must perform with other class members – tape completed by March of Second year of the course.

3. Invention – Assessed internally – Recorder folio or single substantial original composition –CD submitted by March of Second year of the course.

4. Listening Paper – Assessed by external exam – Written paper answered in conjunction with the exam audio tape – Paper within the normal exam diet May/June of Second year of the course.

Each element is worth 25% of the total award. Failure to complete any of these four sections will result in no award. Candidates may be presented at any level for any individual element of the course. An aggregate overall award level will be arrived at by S.Q.A.

Intermediate 1 Course & Intermediate 2 Course

Performance

All pupils are required to present a programme of 4-6 minutes of music on their solo instrument to a visiting examiner. This exam can be held any time from the last week of February until the Easter break. The school normally only receives one week’s notice of this visit so candidates must be prepared from February onwards.

Invention

All pupils must have submitted on CD and score a piece or folio of pieces of music invented solely by them by March 22nd. This must amount to a minimum of 2 minutes worth of music and be accompanied by detailed written programme notes.

Higher Course

Performance

All pupils are required to present a programme of 6-8 minutes of music on their second study instrument and 12 minutes on their first study instrument to a visiting examiner. This exam can be held any time from the last week of February until the Easter break. The school normally only receives one week’s notice of this visit so candidates must be prepared from February onwards.

Invention

All pupils must have submitted on tape and score a piece or folio of pieces of music invented solely by them by March 22nd. This must amount to a minimum of 3 minutes worth of music and be accompanied by detailed written programme notes.

All Higher Music Levels S5 Term 1- Intensive History of Music  & Literacy Course (2 periods per week) and Invention Course (1period per week) plus three practical periods.

     Term 2 – Focused on preparation for Practical presentation (Normally about week 1 of March)and completion of inventions. History of Music deferred until the end of March.

     Term 3 – Listening Exam revision and practice questions

Folder of complete course material will be compiled by May .

The written papers for each level are in the normal exam diet. Failure to sit this segment of the course or failure to complete any of the other segments means that no award is possible.

An intensive study course for this segment will be given in the period directly following the Easter break. 
Revision and Study for Music – All pupils should be practicing their instruments for a minimum of two hours per week.

Listening revision should be done with the help of concepts books issued by the department and very useful revision sites are run by the SQA specifically for Music Students.

P.E. Courses

Standard Grade P.E.

This course is now running with our current 2nd year. The course covers a variety of Sports and Activities within which pupils are assessed at their skill levels in both individual and team sports. There is also a considerable written element within this course which requires pupils to demonstrate their knowledge and understanding of sports and asks them to be able to analyse the performance of others.

Int 2 and Higher P.E.
Similarly to Standard Grade, Students are assessed on a variety of practical skills but there is a significantly larger proportion of marks awarded for the written content of this course. Pupils intending to follow Higher P.E. will require a similar level of literacy skills that would be needed for accessing Higher English.
